Ask about the weather (What's the weather like today?). Prompt with questions,

e.g., Isitcold? Isit rainy? Is it snowy? Is it windy? Is it sunny? Is it hot? Your child
says Yes, itis or No, itisn’t. Ask similar questions about the pictures on the worksheet.
Encourage the child to say other things he/she knows in English in the pictures
(rabbit, hat, boots, T-shirt, pants, merry-go-round, carrot).

Play the song. Encourage the child to sing and mime putting on the correct clothes.
Give the child crayons to color the picture in. When he/she has finished, ask about
the color of different items and encourage him/her to talk about the weather in each
picture (e.g., It’s hot. It’s sunny. / It’s cold. It’s snowy.).
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
