Ss work in groups of four. Give each S in a group one card (A, B, C, or D). Point out that they cannot look at each other’s card.
■

Set the scene: Ss have the opportunity to study English abroad and have several programs to choose from.

Model the task with the card for Student A. Read the descriptions. Ask: “Would you rather study in London, Kingston, or Perth?” Elicit answers from a few Ss. Encourage them to use I’d rather or I’d prefer to.
