Installing In Focus Mobile App 
 



1 – INSTALLING IN FOCUS MOBILE APP (iOS) 

1. Search for “Cambridge In 
Focus” on iTunes App Store. 

2. Tap “Free” button to 
download the In Focus app. 

Tap “Install” to download 
the app. 

Enter your Apple ID 
password then tap “OK”. 



2 – INSTALLING IN FOCUS MOBILE APP (ANDROID) 

Search for “Cambridge In 
Focus” on Google Play Store. 

Tap    then tap “Install” to 
download the app. 

Tap “Accept” to start the 
installation process.

1 – USING IN FOCUS MOBILE APP 

1. Please read through the Terms & Conditions. 
2. If you accept the stated Terms & Conditions, 

check the box “I accept the Terms of use.” and 
tap “Continue” to access the app.

Tap “Check Level” to find out 
your vocabulary level.

3 – LOGGING IN TO THE IN FOCUS MOBILE APP 

Tap “Learn Words” to start 
your study. 

1. Input your email address and password. 
2. Ensure the email address and password 

are the same one you used to register on 
the In Focus website.  

3. Click “Login” to proceed.

Tap “In Focus 1” to access 
the core vocabulary in the 
course. 

Tap on a unit title to study the 
core vocabulary in the 
selected unit. 

Tap 'Quiz 10 words' to start the 
quiz.
